Shelby SSC Ultimate Aero
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Shelby SSC Ultimate Aero officially became the world’s fastest car on 10th September 2007 when Guinness World Records verified its top speed at 256.18 mph.  To verify the speed the car had to drive in both directions along a test track within one hour.  The official speed was the average of both passes in order to cancel out the effect of wind or any track gradient.  The car managed 257.44 mph in one direction and 254.91 mph in the other.
Saleen S7
The Saleen S7 is a hand-built sports car built in Irvine, California by Saleen.  Ford were so impressed with Steve Saleen’s car that they gave him a contract to assemble, paint, and perform much of the final assembly of their own Ford GT supercar.
Pagani Zonda
The Zonda is one of the world’s most exclusive supercars as the Italian manufacturer, Pagani, only build around 25 cars per year.  By April 2008 only 91 Zondas had ever been built.  Horacio Pagani named the car after a powerful warm wind that blows over the Argentinean Andes.  In Argentina the wind is also known as Huayrapuca or the “Witch’s Wind”.
