Aston Martin DBS Superleggera
For the 2022 model year Aston Martin will simply call this model the Aston Martin DBS.  Aston Martin have a long association with the James Bond movies and the DBS makes an appearance in the 2021 film “No Time to Die”.  Aston Martin describe the DBS as “the most powerful production Aston Martin ever”.  Motoring journalist Jeremy Clarkson said of the DBS “It’s one of the best-looking cars ever made”.
McLaren 765LT
The McLaren 765LT coupe was launched in March 2020 and a convertible version followed in July 2021.  Production has been limited to 1,530 cars.  The 765LT is based upon the 720S but is more focused upon track performance.  The aerodynamics have been redesigned to produce 25% more downforce than the 720S, improving track performance while reducing the top speed (from 212 mph to 205 mph).  One motoring journalist described the McLaren 765LT as “a fighter jet on wheels”.
Tesla Model S Plaid
Tesla regards the Model S as its flagship car.  A major refresh (knows as the Palladium refresh) was announced in January 2021 with the first deliveries taking place in June 2021.  The fastest Model S version is called the “Plaid”.  When it was launched, the Model S Plaid had the lowest drag coefficient of any production car.  Car and Driver magazine described the Model S Plaid as “absurdly quick”. Tesla aimed to deliver 1,000 Model S cars per week in the third quarter of 2021.
